First
time parents are required to attend a Baptism Preparation
class. Arrangements can be made by calling the Rectory.
Practice of the faith by parents is presumed.

Reconciliation - Celebrated on Saturdays from 4:3%:00 pm
and upon request. Communal Penance Services are held
during Advent and Lent.

First Eucharist and Confirmation Held yearly, usually in the
Spring. Those who wish to receive either of these Sacraments
must be involved in religious education classes, either a CCD
or a Catholic School, the year prior to entering either
Sacramental Program.

RCIA Christian Initiation of AdultsAnyone interested in joining
the Catholic Church should contact the Rectory. Classes begin
each Fall.

Marriage - Arrangements for Marriage must be made at the
Rectory no later than 6 months before the date of the marriage.
No date will be confirmed until the couple has met with the
Pastor. Practice of the faith is presumed.

Anointing of the Sick- If any parishioner is ill at home or going

into the hospital and would like to receive the Anointing of the
Sick please contact the Rectory. A Mass of Healing with
anointing is celebrated during the year.
