RCIA Christian Initiation of Adults - Anyone interested in joining the 

Catholic Church should contact the Rectory. Classes begin each Fall. 
 

Marriage - Arrangements for Marriage must be made at the Rectory 

no later than 6 months before the date of the marriage. No date 

will be confirmed until the couple has met with the Pastor. Practice 

of the faith is presumed. 
 

Anointing of the Sick - If any parishioner is ill at home or going into 

the hospital and would like to receive the Anointing of the Sick 

please contact the Rectory. A Mass of Healing with anointing is 

celebrated during the year.

We are faced with choices each day.  

What to wear, what and when to eat 

are simple ones but others tend to be 

more difficult; someone stops us on 

the street asking for money, a co-

worker asks us to cover for them when they leave 

work early without permission.
